Scholarships Deadline: March 30, 2026

Tulip City GMC General Membership Lapidary Scholarships

Purpose:

To provide scholarships for members to enhance their lapidary or stone related skills.

Scholarships can be used for a lapidary class, instruction (on-line or in-person), or
any stone/rock/gem related activity. (*Not for field trips or travel)

Scholarships Available:

Three members will be selected annually. One $400, and two $200 scholarships will
be awarded.

Eligibility:

Any member may apply for either the $400 and/or a $200 scholarship if they meet
the following criteria:

1. Must have been a member of the TCGMC for at least two years before applying.

2. Must have worked at the September show for one of the last two years before
applying.

3. Must present to the membership what was learned during the scholarship activity
4. Must pay for the activity and then be reimbursed the cost, up to the amount
awarded.

5. May take multiple classes with a cost up to the amount of the awarded scholarship,
but must present to the membership for each activity/class.

6. Must be used in time to present before March 2027 and is not transferable.

7. Recipients cannot receive scholarships two years in a row.

8. If a Junior Club Member is the recipient, a parent may receive part of the amount
to cover their participation.

Process:

1. Applications (form completely filled out) will be accepted until March 30, 2026.

2. Applications will be reviewed by a three member committee for eligibility and then
scholarships will be drawn randomly at the Scholarship Banquet in April. The $400
scholarship will be selected first so that all others can be entered into the $200
scholarships.

William Holland School of Lapidary Arts

Many of you were at the presentation by Mary Johnson in December on the Silver Metal Clay
class she took at the William Holland School of Lapidary Arts in Young Harris, Georgia. This
school was created when Harold and Mary Lou Sparks saw a need in the community for a
school that taught lapidary skills. They dreamed of a mountain-top retreat where people from
all over could come and learn these skills. In 1985 the first building was constructed. The Seabolt
Building was the initial classroom and sleeping quarters for the school. It now houses the
extensive Memorial Library as well as three studios and an impressive rock room. A year later, the
Sparks Lodge was built and continues to have the dining room, 13 classrooms and the dorm
rooms. Since then, additional buildings have been constructed and the program and classes
continue to expand.

This year, they are opening up the week of June 7-12 for Federation attendees. William
Holland, and the Southeast Federation are inviting all members of any of the other
Federations to attend at a $50 discount.

There are 16 classes to choose from and an additional jewelry making class for Juniors. But the
discount is only available until April 30. So, for $625, you get lodging for the week, three meals a
day (plus some surprise goodies throughout the week), and 5 full days of the class of your
choice. In addition, there is a live auction one evening and a tailgate on another that you can
participate in.

All of this in the beautiful Georgia Mountains, just south of the Tennessee border, Don't worry if
that week doesn’t work for you. William Holland offers classes each week from April through
October. These classes include Cabochon cutting and polishing, Gem Trees, Silver Smithing,
Glass Bead blowing, Silver Metal Clay, Flame Painting, Wire Wrapping, Faceting, Intarsia, and so
many more. It is well worth the time to go through the website to see what is offered, especially
if you have a week that works better for you to go down to participate.
